CM transfers Rs 41.85 cr to
4 261 Burhanpur farmens

To compensate for crop
damage suffered by ba-
nana farmers and other
farmers in Burhanpur
district, Chief Minister e
Shivraj Singh Chouhan transferred Rs 41.85 crore
to 4261 farmers through a single click from CM
House on Sunday. The banana farmers suffered
crop damage in April, May, June last year. The
area of affected crops was 3,690 hectares. Out of
this, the area of affected banana crop is 3,470
hectares and that of other crops is 219 hectares.
There are 3,960 banana farmers while other farm-
ers are 301. Bananas from Burhanpur are exported
to several countries. In his virtual address,
Chouhan said that the government changed many
parametres for welfare of the farmers. Such
changes have been made from time to time in the
Revenue Book Circular, which benefited the farm-
ers. Now, farmers get more relief amount for dam-
age to crops, houses and loss of lives of cattle.

The state government has also created a new
category of crop damage. The compensation rate
for banana crop has been doubled. As per this
amendment, relief amount will be increased
from Rs 15,000 to Rs 30,000 per hectare if the
farmer suffers 25% to 33% damage to his banana
crops. Similarly, in case of 33% to 50% damage,

Two college students in
police net for loot attempt

Mandsaur police arrested
two college students in con-
nection with a loot attempt
on one mandi trader. Police
cracked the entire case
based on a T-shirt worn by
one of the accused at the
time of the incident as po-
lice were unable to identify
the accused or the motorcy-
cle registration number
which was captured in the
CCTYV footage.

Mandsaur SP Anurag Su-
jania informed that an inci-
dent was reported on June
6, where two persons at-
tempted to snatch a bag
containing Rs 20 lakh from
a mandi trader by putting
chilli powder in his eyes.
The accused duo got the
idea of crime after watch-
ing Shahid Kapoor starrer
web series ‘Farzi’ as they
decided to fulfil their de-
sires by robbing a mandi
trader Arvind Bothra for
immediate gain.

The accused were identi-
fied as Sourabh Shukla (19),
aresident of Seetamau and
Pankaj Singh (19), a resi-

dent of Khakrai village un-
der Piplivamandi police
station in Mandsaur dis-
trict. Both are second-year
students of BA in Tourism
and Hospitality from a pri-
vate college.

The incident was reported
at Smriti Bank where Both-
ra was moving towards
with a bag containing Rs 20
lakh. One of the accused
who was on the motorcycle
attempted to snatch a bag
putting chilli powder in his
eyes. After the incident,
Bothra complained to YD
Nagar police station. Fol-
lowing the daylight robbery
attempt in the town, police
swung into action and be-
gan an investigation into
the case.

Gone through over
100 CCTV footages

In the case, the police
searched more than 100
CCTYV footages from differ-
ent spots in the town to
trace their movement. In
the footage, the accused are
seen running away after at-
tempting robbery, but the
bike number and the face of

the accused were not visi-
ble properly in the CCTV
footage.

T-shirts led to
the accused

The identity of the ac-
cused could not be clear in
the CCTYV footage, nor was
the number of the motorcy-
cle. But the T-shirt worn by
one of the accused was vis-
ible. Police began an inves-
tigation based on the T-
shirt.

Meanwhile, a young man
wearing the same T-shirt
was found by the police. On
questioning the young
man, it was found that
such T-shirts are available
in the garment shop of
Sitamau.

When police inquired at
the garment shop, the ap-
pearance of the accused
came to light. After this, the
police  showed CCTV
footage while investigating
people living around 500
quarters of Mandsaur. It
was learned from the local
people that the students
studying in private colleges
have the same T-Shirts.

When the police
interrogated both the
students in custody, the
accused said that one of
their companions who
work in Sitamau Krishi
Mandi was well aware
of the fact that Mandi
traders used to carry
huge amounts with
them. All three
students were inspired
by Shahid Kapoor’s
web series ‘Farzi’.
Impressed by the lifestyle
shown in the film, they
wanted to buy a new car,
travel around and live a
luxurious life with
expensive clothes and
mobiles, so all the three
conspired to rob.
However, in the first
incident, the accused
could not succeed. The
police have arrested two
accused in the case,
while one of their
accomplices is still on the
run and the police are
searching for him.

MLA announces construction of
Gogapur-Mahidpur-Ghosla road
