The state government, on
the recommendation of the
MRDA or local officers, can
initiate land acquisition. The
MRDA will handle compen-
sation and formal proce-
dures such as public
discussion and payment of
fixed amounts.

Each metropolitan area
will have a Metropolitan
Scheme Committee, while
the Chief Minister will head
the MRDA. The Urban Devel-
opment Minister, Panchayat
Minister and Revenue Min-
ister will serve as vice-
chairmen.

Moreover, government
can declare any urban or
rural area as a development
area under the act. The bill
also allows merging of two or
more metropolitan regions
to form a single one.

To implement the bill, the
government will set up a
Metropolitan Development
Fund with an initial corpus
of Rs 200 crore. Besides, a Rs
100 crore fund will be cre-
ated specifically for MRDA to
execute projects within its ju-
risdiction.

‘Rain wreaks havoe across nation

Torrential monsoon rains
have unleashed widespread
flooding across Uttar Pra-
desh, leaving at least 36
people dead, displacing
thousands, and paralyzing
daily life across large swathes
of the state. With water levels
rising rapidly and rivers
breaching danger marks, 17
districts are currently inun-
dated, and relief operations
are underway on a war foot-
ing.

Among the latest casu-
alties are two teenage girls in
Sitapur who were killed early
Monday morning when a
wall collapsed on them amid
heavy downpours. In Budaun
district, two brothers — Bhu-
wanesh, 9, and Navneet, 14 —
drowned after entering a
waterlogged pit to bathe, un-
aware of its depth. A third
boy was rescued by villagers.
These deaths have pushed
the state’s rain-related toll to
14 in the last 24 hours.

In eastern Uttar Pradesh,
the situation has turned dire
as the Ganga River continues
to rise in cities like Varanasi
and Prayagraj. Over 100,000
homes have been sub-
merged, and cremation
grounds — including Vara-
nasi’s sacred Manikarnika
and Harishchandra ghats —
have been inundated. In a
striking image of the city’s
distress, bodies are now
