Din at SIR-struck House 
STERN STANCE | Remaining firm against poll panel’s move, Oppn accuses 
Centre of running away from discussion, forcing adjournments

The INDIA bloc and other Op-
position parties, on Thursday, 
held a protest in Parliament 
complex against the EC’s SIR 
of electoral rolls in Bihar. 

Holding banners decrying 
the SIR as an "Attack on 
Democracy," protesters, in-
cluding Congress Parliamen-
tary Party leader Sonia 
Gandhi and party general sec-
retary Priyanka Gandhi Vadra, 
demanded a rollback of the 
revision and a formal dis-
cussion in both Houses of Par-
liament. 

Priyanka criticised the 
Centre for avoiding dis-
cussions on Opposition-raised 
issues. She expressed surprise 
at disruptions originating 
from the treasury benches in 
the last session, suggesting 
they instigate reactions to cre-
ate "hungama" and adjourn-
ments. She implied the 
government might be using 
these disruptions to avoid ac-

countability and discussion on 
matters like the SIR. Trina-
mool Congress MP Derek 
O’Brien expressed similar 
views in a post and wrote: “As 
usual, the creaky Modi coali-

tion will themselves continue 
to disrupt Parliament. They 
will run away from discussing 
issues like Special Intensive 
Revision (SIR) and the target-
ing of Bengal. The government 

do not want Parliament to 
run”. 

When the House convened, 
the Opposition MPs trooped 
into the Well raising slogans 
and holding placards. This was 

objected to by Speaker Om 
Birla who termed their behav-
iour “unparliamentary” and 
said it resulted in waste of 
public money. He later ad-
journed the House till 2 p.m. 

On reconvening, the Lower 
House took up The Readjust-
ment of Representation of 
Scheduled Tribes in Assembly 
Constituencies of the State of 
Goa Bill, 2024 despite un-
abated protests from the Op-
position. The House was 
subsequently adjourned for 
the day. 

In the Rajya Sabha too the 
Chair, Deputy Chairman Hari-
vansh refused to accept the no-
tices under Rule 267 for 
discussions. The House also bid 
farewell to six of its members. 
Thereafter as Question Hour 
began, the Opposition too 
began protesting leading to the 
House being adjourned till 2 
p.m.. When the House reas-
sembled, the Opposition MPs 
continued shouting, “take back 
SIR”, leading to the proceedings 
being adjourned for the day.

15 Maoists 
surrender in 
Dantewada

In a significant breakthrough 
for Chhattisgarh's anti-insur-
gency and rehabilitation ef-
forts, 15 Maoists, including five 
carrying cash rewards total-
ling Rs 17 lakh, surrendered 
before senior police and CRPF 
officials in Dantewada district 
on Thursday.  The move is 
being hailed as a major success 
under the ongoing 'Lon Var-
ratu' and 'Puna Margem' cam-
paigns in the Bastar region. 

Among the surrendered 
were high-profile operatives 
such as Budhram alias Lalu 
Kuharam (Rs 8 lakh), Kamli 
alias Moti Potavi (Rs 5 lakh), 
Pojja Madkam (Rs 2 lakh), 
and two women cadres - 
Aayate alias Sangeeta Sodi 
and Pandey Madvi - each 
carrying a Rs 1 lakh bounty, 
senior police officer Udit 
Pushkar said. Maoist couple 
Budhram and Kamli had 
been active in Maoist ranks 
for over two decades and 
were involved in multiple vi-
olent incidents targeting se-
curity forces, he said. 

The Maoists surrendered 
in the presence of Super-
intendent of Police Gaurav 
Rai, DIG Kamlochan Kas-
hyap, and Central Reserve 
Police Force (CRPF) officer 
Rakesh Chaudhary, who reit-
erated the government's 
commitment to rehabilita-
tion. Under the state's revised 
policy, surrendered Maoists 
will receive skill development 
training, self-employment 
support, psychological coun-
selling, and security guaran-
tees.

The fourth day of Lok Sabha 
saw continued chaos in the 
House, with Opposition 
members storming into the 
well and raising slogans, soon 
after it convened on Thursday. 
This prompted a dressing 
down from the Speaker Om 
Birla, who not only reminded 
the protesting Congress MPs 
of the party’s glorious past but 
also warned them against 
such 'antics' in the House.  

Om Birla, visibly frustrated, 
over repeated uproar by the 
Opposition members, pointed 
to senior Parliamentarian K.C. 
Venugopal and asked, “Do you 
teach them such methods to 
disrupt the House?” referring 
to loud protests and sloga-
neering by Congress MPs. 

The LS Speaker told the 
protesting lawmakers that 
Parliament is for debating 
public issues and not for dem-
onstrations, and it’s time that 
they mend their ways because 
the nation, as well as 
countrymen, are watching. 

For the fourth straight day, 
Parliament witnessed govern-
ment-Opposition deadlock, 
leading to stalling of legislative 
business. 

The Congress-led Opposi-
tion has been demanding ur-
gent debate on ECI’s voters list 
revision in Bihar, calling it a 
‘government-sponsored’ exer-
cise to disenfranchise certain 
sections of voters. 

The disruptions happened 
during the Question Hour. 
Taking objection to it, Speaker 
Om Birla advised the protest-
ing lawmakers to refrain from 
such behaviour as it derails the 
entire democratic process of 
raising people’s questions.

MAMATA SPREADING FALSE 
NARRATIVE, SAYS MITHUN

Veteran actor and senior BJP leader 
Mithun Chakraborty on Thursday 
slammed West Bengal CM  Mamata 
Banerjee for allegedly spreading false 
narrative over harassment of Bengalis. 

On a four-day trip to Kolkata, Mi-
thun said the Chief Minister is ‘insti-
gating’ people.

If such 
names are deleted, then the Trinamool 
Congress (TMC) will not get even 70 
seats that’s why they are afraid,” 
further added Mithun Chakraborty. 

The actor-turned-politician also 
claimed that the highest number of il-
legal infiltrators who have managed to 
get their names enrolled in the voters’ 
list happens to be in West Bengal. 

Meanwhile, slamming the ace actor
